Coast University Contract ITN 17R-009 

 
BACKGROUND 
The City is in the process of replacing the multifunction document imaging equipment for 
the Administration Building, Police Department, and Public Works Department.  The City 
currently has a lease agreement with Copy Concepts, Inc. for the Administration Building 
and with Xerox for the Police Department. Both leases end on September 30, 2017, after 
which, the leasing term has become month to month. The City owns the equipment in the 
Public Works Department.  This equipment came off the lease in FY 2012 and is no longer 
covered under any maintenance agreement and is need of replacement. 
 
POLICY / PURPOSE     
To enter into a four year agreement with Zeno Office Solutions, Inc. for providing 
multifunction document imaging equipment, maintenance services and supplies for the 
equipment, and other professional services for the Administration Building, Police 
Department, and Public Works Department.   
 
 
ANALYSIS / DISCUSSION  
A committee was formed to evaluate different copy machines from the current vendor and 
three additional vendors. The committee asked for a quote from the Florida State 
Contracts and Agreements or any other cooperative purchasing agreements that the City 
could use. The responses are shown in Exhibit 1 attached.    
 
The City currently spends approximately $27,700 for a copier lease and maintenance 
agreement. The lease amounts are fixed while the maintenance agreement costs are 
dependent on the number of pages printed.  Zeno Office Solution offered the best rates 
for the City. The total estimated cost is $17,676 per year when comparing to the other 
copier solutions, however staff is recommending adding a higher capacity paper tray for 
a total estimated annual cost of $17,907. Not only the City can expect to save 
approximately $10,000 annually, all three machines are new with better technology and

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improve efficiency.  Additionally, the new copiers are smaller and use less electricity as 
the current machines.   
 
The City staff tried out Xerox AltaLink C8070 for one week period and the feedback was 
positive. The City is proposing to enter into a contract with Zeno Office for the lease of 3 
copiers as outlined in the attached Proposal for fixed pricing for a period of 48 months. 
The contract is available to the City (piggy-backing) under the Florida Gulf Coast 
University Contract ITN 17R-009. 
 
FUNDING 
 
Copier for the City Hall - a recurring budget item within the General Fund in the Non 
Departmental Program as “rental & leases” and “maintenance contract-copier.” A total of 
$17,520 is budgeted for FY 2018, the proposed estimated annual cost for the City Hall 
copier is $12,804.   
 
Copier for Police Building - a recurring budgeted item within the General Fund’s Police 
Department as “maintenance contract.”  A total of $2,988 is budgeted for FY 2018, the 
proposed estimated annual cost for the Police Building copier is $2,552.   
 
Copier for Public Works Building – A total of $3,000 is budgeted for FY 2018 and is 
detailed below.  
 

   
  
The proposed estimated annual cost for the Public Works Building copier is $2,552.

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STRATEGIC PLAN RELEVANCE 
Goal 3: Proactively maintain and improve infrastructure that meets the future needs of the 
City. Objective 2: To update and implement 5-year maintenance plans for City 
infrastructure such as sewer, storm water, roads, parks, and miscellaneous facilities. 
Action Plan: Develop a City-wide park plan. 
 
ANALYSIS / DISCUSSION  
The City of Treasure Island has been awarded the Burke Move With Us Grant. The City 
is approved to receive a $23,377 discount towards the purchase of an eligible new BCI 
Burke playground structure.  
 
Burke has agreed to extend the grant until November 2017; however, the order must be 
placed on or before November 17, 2017 and must ship by December 20, 2017. Burke has 
submitted a quote to replace the playground at Treasure Bay. 
 
Top Line Recreation has submitted a quote for a 57’0” x 60’3” playground inclusive of a 
pirate ship play structure for ages 5-12 years old, a smaller structure for ages 2-5 years 
old, (2) spring rockers, swing set, treasure chest, bumpers and access ramps. The 
proposal has been designed with a focus on safety, and is fully compliant with ASTM 
F1487 and CPSC playground safety standards. The warranty includes fifteen years on all 
plastic components and main structure platforms and decks, and one hundred years on 
all posts.  
 
A Coastal Package is included in the quote free of charge, which is valued at 
approximately $4,000. In order to provide superior corrosion protection in coastal areas, 
BCI Burke offers a “Coastal Package” powder coat system. The powder coat system for 
metal components and upright posts will provided added corrosion and chemical 
protection along with added longevity to the color and gloss retention of the powder 
coated parts on the playground structure. Burke provides a 5-year color and gloss 
warranty with the Coastal Package. Additionally, they provide aerosol primer and touch-
paint in the maintenance kit.   
 
The Treasure Bay playground equipment and fence were installed between the years of 
1995-1997, with replacement of the swing set in 2008. The equipment is located in a play 
area where the overhead clearance for the swings and play structure are obstructed by 
tree limbs and the roots from the trees are growing throughout the play area causing are 
potential trip hazards, regardless of the amount of ground cover installed. During 
Hurricane Irma, a tree fell within the playground causing damage to the fence. The 
playground has been closed until the tree root can be removed and the fence fixed.  
 
Unlike all other neighborhood playgrounds in Treasure Island, the Treasure Bay 
playground is only accessible during operational hours of the facility. This concern was 
addressed during the two Treasure Bay community meetings and quite often to Treasure 
Bay staff. Therefore, staff is recommending that the new playground be relocated 
adjacent to the clubhouse on the north side of the property and to move and/or install new 
fence around the playground to allow for access when Treasure Bay is closed. Relocating 
the playground will allow for additional accessibility for residents and will eliminate the 
overhead obstructions and trip hazards from the trees within the existing play area.
